When
the welcome page comes into view, just click “Guest” to enter, then click “Download” on the left to reach
the page entitled “Download of Electronic Glossary Updating Files”. On seeing the “fire.exe” file (issued
in “12/2002™), click the download icon next to it. A download dialogue box will then pop up. Click
“Open” to install the file. Please make sure that the electronic glossary program has been installed before
downloading the file.
